5. It’s clear that Clinton was a terrible president. He was just a perverted, unprincipled man who used his authority to seduce a young woman who was supposed to be working for him. 
6. Those brand sunglasses must be really high quality, good for the eyes. Julia Roberts wears them all the time. 

7. Aid to that 3rd world country, give me a break. We should be spending that money on our own people here at home.

8. You should not trust people in government because they are always political about everything that they do. 

9.  Don’t take Joan seriously. All she ever does is picket outside big corporations with her socialist friends. They are just jealous because they are not able to succeed in the financial world. They complain about what they can’t have instead of admitting their weaknesses.
