Analyze the following arguments

1. The sun rose this morning. Therefore it’ll rise tomorrow because this is what it has done every day of my life.

2. Handmade scarves are better than standard, factory brand scarves because more concern & craft is put into a handmade scarf. In addition, standard, factory brand scarves are produced in such volume that machine irregularities for them are often hard to catch.
