1.

Robert should not go out tonight. He needs to wake up early tomorrow. In fact, his job starts at 6am.

The new Boston staplers are poorly made. Their staples often bind. A report will hence more often than not require that these staples be removed and replaced with different ones. By contrast, the old Swingline staples are much better. They don’t bind up nearly as much.

Jane, Bob and Tony all had to show their IDs at Clancy’s. Chances are I’ll have to show my ID too in order to get in. I’ve been told that I look their age.
