Analyze the following examples. In your diagrams make sure to use the method discussed in class to indicate implicit premises or conclusions. Note that there is not always only one way in which the implicit PR or CONCL can be stated.  

1.
People who are philosophy majors as undergraduates generally do well on the LSAT. So Jonah did well on the LSAT. 

2.
Bears are smarter than tigers since it’s easier to train them  to do tricks than it is to train tigers.

3.
Gillian left Phoenix at 10 am today and arrived in San Francisco at 12:45. There is therefore no way in which she could have driven.

4.
In a recent experiment, both a chimp and a crow were – at different times – presented with the same transparent container in which there was food. The container was bolted to the floor and it had only one opening through which the food could be withdrawn. The opening was too small for the chimp to put his hand through, and the food was placed beyond the reach of the crow’s beak. At the side of the container the experimenters left a chopstick and a piece of flexible wire. The chimp tried to use the chopstick to get the food but when this failed he gave up. The crow first tried to use the chopstick and when this didn’t work she used her beak to fashion the wire into a hook and got out the food. So the crow was smarter than the chimp.

This is the third time Joan has been reported to Child Protection Services for hitting and verbally abusing her three children. So she is clearly morally deficient as a parent.
