Should we suppress our desires to benefit society/community?
Yes: we should suppress

· If we only follow our primal desires, there is no room for intellect, reason, or compassionate. Following primal desires lacks the development of socialized emotions (e.i. empathy)

· Suppressing primal desires/urges instills a sense of will power to a person.
· There is a middle ground between  suppressing desires to much and not suppressing them at all (Aristotle’s Doctrine of the Mean). That middle ground can be obtained by finding a balance between the community’s needs and the individual’s needs.

· We only need to suppress to certain degree, not eradicate these desires. 

· personal desires --->  repression/ suppression of those desires ---> the energy behind those desires manifests itself in more productive ways ---> we benefit the society as a whole, and help its progress
· Creation of rules is preceded by a belief about what is universally beneficial. 
No: we should not suppress

· Our instincts are only ‘natural’-so to not follow them goes against the human nature.
· Primal desires can be a source of self-motivation for a person.
· If all sexual urges and desires were suppressed, then birth rates would stagger.
· It is only because of the civilization (economic, political, social) that we are a part of that we must suppress desires. An agent could ascribe to a hedonistic society where enacting primal desires is encouraged.
